Year 10 students will be sitting mock examinations in core (English, maths, science and ethics) and EBacc (history, 

geography, French and Spanish) subjects, between Friday 5th June and Monday 22nd June. 

Some will be sat formally in the hall, whilst some will take 

place during subject lesson time in classrooms. This pack gives revision details for each subject.  Students are 

expected to use this pack, as well as advice and guidance given by their teachers, to prepare themselves for the 

assessments.
